Billingham's U13 's boys finished the season on a high with a nail-biting tri-
umph in the County Cup Final against Darlington. The Score of 26:22 to 
Billingham reflected what a close call it was before Billingham finally man-
aged to pull off the victory.  
The game started with Billingham's boys being somewhat reserved and al-
lowing Darlington an early 5:0 lead. Billingham replied when Jake Day 
broke free to score under the posts, Danny Finney converting. Darlington 
replied by increasing the pressure, resulting in a second unconverted try. A 
Billingham penalty allowed Jake Day a second try, only to be negated by 
another from Darlington. At half time the score stood at 17:12 to Darling-
ton.  
Darlington continued to press in the second half, managing to manoeuvre 
the ball to the Billingham line, only to be kicked clear by Jake Toulson and 
picked up by Tom Kill. Tom Kill charged through the Darlington defence 
and ran the length of the pitch to score. Danny Finney converted. Unfortu-
nately for Billingham Darlington scored again, leaving the score at 22:19 to 
Darlington in the dying minutes. In a style typical of Billingham's perform-
ance all season, Tom Kill scored a breakaway try, set up by Jake Day, to 
seal victory for Billingham's boys. The final score was 26:22 to Billingham. 
Man of the match was Jake Day.  
This was the icing on the cake for a Billingham U13 side that has achieved 
what no Billingham junior side has achieved before - they have been un-
beaten all season, won the District Cup, Mayor's Trophy and now the 
County Cup. Congratulations to all of the boys and coach Wayne Finney.
